I am in receipt of your cheque made payable to DualEffort for £150 as part payment for work to be carried out on the Searl effect rotor.

I will not be banking the said cheque as this might jeopardise any intellectual property rights that could be created with a successful interpretation of a given number of influences.

Influence 1: The original work carried out by Faraday on the disc that bears his name

Influence 2: The original work carried out by Nicholai Tessler in the 20’s and 30’s at Colorado Springs

Influence 3: Professor Nicholai’s experiments in 1930 when he proved conclusively the work of Faraday

Influence 4: John Robert Searl who inadvertently reinvented the “wheel”

The model to be constructed is a reinterpretation of the rf-stage of a conventional radio receiver.

Reading from left to right, 1 is the radio frequency coil, 2 is the variable tuning capacitor, 3 represents the tuned circuit coil to earth.

Our model will be constructed as a sandwich.

The top would be a pancake bobbin on which is wound numerous turns of insulated, fine gauge copper wire. 

The middle of the sandwich is a further identical bobbin that is fixed on a shaft and therefore will rotate.

The bottom of the sandwich is a further identical bobbin that will not rotate.

The theory as proposed by Faraday / Tessler is simple.

The rotating disc will cut the earth’s natural magnetic field and will become magnetised and will thus generate a small e.m.f in its coils.

This e.m.f is fed, by means of slip-rings, from the rotating coil to the two fixed coils. This has the effect of gradually magnetising the two fixed coils so they in turn increase the e.m.f throughout the closed circuit.

The influence of Tessler is such that he postulated that if one coil was substantially earthed i.e. a ten foot scaffolding pole is driven into the ground with a similar pole insulated from the ground to act as an aerial. 

The test rotor will set out to prove that Tessler’s concept of an energy amplifier which is now fashionably called tapping zero point energy will indeed work.

The implications of a proven repeatable demonstration of this technology are totally mind-boggling. 

Bearing the above in mind, a warning system has been built into the test rig which will indicate when the device is becoming active long before it becomes unstable.

The detection device is nothing more or less than a circular florescent tube, which will surround the rotor and is expected to fluoresce when the energy levels begin to build. At this stage we have proved our point and need go no further.

In conclusion, I am very excited to be asked to contribute in no small measure to what must eventually end up in the archives of this great adventure. All I ask is that you return to me my three slim volumes which represents my broad based intellectual property rights with a covering letter to the effect that you have retained a copy of one of each of the volumes for future reference purposes.
